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Obtain a cube template.  You will be creating a molecular building “block” of life!  Your block must be in color and be readable.

2. Label each section of the cube with the following:

· Water

· Carbohydrates

· Proteins

· Lipids

· Nucleic Acids

· Vitamins & Minerals

3. In the section labeled “water”, draw and label a picture of a water molecule.  Describe at least three properties of water (one of which has to be polarity).

4. In the sections of the 4 major macromolecules, identify their functions, monomers (building blocks), and examples.  Also include an illustration of each monomer OR polymer.

5. In the section labeled “vitamins & minerals”, divide the section in half and identify which half is organic vs. inorganic.  Identify the functions of Vitamins C, K, D and A.  Identify the functions of the minerals iron, calcium, sodium and potassium.

6. Fold the template into a cube (fold along the lines) and secure the sides using tape.
